Over 143 million children worldwide have been onmpéd, abandoned, or
taken from their parents due to extreme abuseglece These children
live in foster homes, institutions, and on theetise

For many of these children, adoption into a loviagily is the right thing.

Gift of Adoption addresses the needs of waitindgdean by providing
grants to qualified parents to complete the proeegising children
without families permanent homes and the chandtierize.
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To date we've provided over $2m to unite more t65@ children with
their forever families. Half of our grants helpidnén born in the United
States. Highest priority is given to uniting biolog siblings, preventing
children from entering into foster care or fromifagout” of orphanages,
and expediting adoptions of children with critica¢dical conditions.

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Meet Jeremiah

Jeremiah is a one-year-old bo
who was abandoned at the
hospital shortly after his birth.
He suffered from exposure to
a variety of substances during
pregnancy. Upon hearing
about Jeremiah, Dorothy and
Robert decided to act. They
knew if Jeremiah was not
adopted quickly, he would
likely end up in long term
foster care due to his birth
circumstances.

Today there are more than
500,000 children in foster care
in the United States. Of these
children, 129,000 are currentl
eligible for adoption.

Once in foster care, the
average child waits five years
to be adopted and each year
20% of these children exit
foster care at the age of 18
without an adoptive family.

A grant from Gift of Adoption
allowed Dorothy and Robert tg
adopt Jeremiah and keep him
from ever becoming a part of
these statistics.
